For purposes of this section, “public funding" includes any funding, direct or indirect, provided
through or by Indiana University, or from any other source utilizing public funds.

() "Administration, operation, and programs® of the Kinsey Institute shall be defined as
any of the following with respect to the Kinsey Institute: :
’ (1)  any on-campus or off-campus facilities provided for the use of the Kinsey
Institute or any program or activity which it sponsors;
(2) - any equipment, furniture, furnishings, or office supplies used by the Kinsey
Institute for any purpose; :
(3)  anyland or property,
(4)  any utilities;
(5)  any advertising, listings, or any promotional materials inchuded in Indiana
University literature or media presentations;
(6)  any loans, grants, special accounts, or funds;
(7)  any programs, special projects, or research,
(8)  any maintepance of facilities;
(9)  any administration costs, operation costs, rentals, or mortgages,
(10) any materials;
(11) any printing, duplicating, or copying;
(12) any publications of materials;
(13) any restoration, maintenance, or housing of Kinsey Institute research
documents, including photographs, audiovisual tapes or films, and printed
materials;
(14) any exhibits or displays, public or private.

(c) Violation of this section shall constitute a Class A misdemeanor.
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It seemed as if the nays had it Wednesday when the Indiana
House voted on a resolution urging lawmakers to revoke state
funding for the Kinsey Institute for Research in Sex, Gender and
Reproduction.

But that's not the way it worked out.

Introduced by Rep. Woody Burton, R-Greenwood, the resolution
passed after a ruling by House Speaker John R. Gregg, D-Sandborn.
The ruling came even though opponents of the measure sounded

louder than supporters during a voice vote.

Although House Majority Leader Mark Kruzan, D-Bloomington,
disagrees with Burton's proposal, he didn't challenge the outcome.

"My recommendation was to let it go because it doesn't do
anything," said Kruzan, whose district is home to the Indiana
University-based institute.

The resolution is merely a recommendation and does not have the
effect of law. Kruzan said he would be prepared to do battle when
funding for the institute becomes a budget issue, possibly next
year. ‘

Burton and other conservatives are angry about allegations that
the institute's founder, Alfred Kinsey, based some of his research
on information obtained from sexual deviants, sex criminals and
children.

The resolution says public funds shouldn't be used to support
institutions that "further the claims made by Alfred Kinsey's
research."”

In additiom, the resolution demands that the institute:

Disclose Kinsey's ressarch design and methods for experiments
on minors.

Identify the gender and age of minors.

Identify the location of the experiments.

Discliose the methods used by Kinsey and his colleagues.

"I'd like to see Indiana University disclaim Kinsey," Burton
said. "A lot of the things he did were totally out of line with
today's standards."

Burton met for more than an hour recently with the institute's
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governmental arrairs, Christopher Simpson.

But he isn't satisfied.

"X think they're trying to hide some of the things that he did
do," Burton said.

For Peg Bishop, area director for Concerned Women of America,
the issue is elear enough: Most sex education classes are based on
research conducted by Kinsey.

"We don't want our taxpavers having to pay for research like
this," Bishop said.

Bancroft could not be reached for comment Wednesday. But in an
extensive response posted on the Internet, he said Burton and
others want to close the institute because of Kinsey's
controversial work 50 years ago.

"Whether the Kinsey Institute was doing important and useful
work today was apparently irrelevant," he said.

Bancroft said Kinsev can be criticized for using informatioa
about—children’s sexual responses obtained from people who were -
€riminally involved with children.

Before his death in 1956, Kinseyv hoped to finish a study based
on interviews with small children conducted in the presence of
their parents.

""He was not involved in any form of sexual experimentation
involving children, nor were any of his colleagues at the
institute,” Bancroft said.

While Burtomn's resolution passed the House, legislation that
actually attempts to deny funding to the institute is headed for
oblivion,

Senate President Pro Tempore Robert D. Garton, R~ Columbus,
said be will deny the bill a hearing, effectively killing it. The
measure is sponsored by Sen. John M. Waterman, R-Shelburn.

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Kinsey’s Legal Legacy

merica’s post-World War 1II

generation lived through the

sexual revolution of the 1960s.
Now, sadly, most of them are living with
the consequences of its devastation: abor-
tion, skyrocketing disease, divorce, and
sexual dysfunction. Most Americans are
unaware that their nation’s moral founda-
tion was supplanted, nor do they appreci-
ate that a deliberate effort was
engineered to derail American com-
mon law, which was constructed on
biblical principles to protect and order
society’s most important building
blocks — marriage and family.

Fifty years ago this month, Indiana
University zoologist and Rockefeller
grantee Alfred Kinsey, the widely ac-
knowledged “father of the sexual
revolution,” published his unprec-
edented report on human sexuality,
Sexual Behavior in the Human Male.
Kinsey’s theme of “free love™ was re-
inforced by a well-timed media blitz,
and the American public was recep-

tive. For the next decade, Kinsey was
one of the nation’s mast popular ce-
lebrities (until his premature death in
1956). Cole Porter’s hit song popular-
ized Kinsey’s sexual liberating anthem
of “Anything Goes.” But over the sec-
ond half of the 20th century, America
and the Western world learned the
hard lesson that, seductive though it be,
free love is not free.

In 1954, Tennessee Congressman B.
Carroll Reece could clearly see that revo-
lutionary changes were forming on the ho-
rizon of our nation’s social landscape, and
that a principal source of the change was
foundation grants encouraging collectivism
and internationalism. When Reece began
to investigate Kinsey’s report and the back-
ground of its funding, he discovered a trail
leading back to the Rockefeller Foundation.
While the Reece Committee was stopped by
a bipartisan effort from further investigation,
it did offer the following warning regard-
ing the enlarging mission of social scien-
tists in changing our society:

... that there are no absolutes, that ev-

erything is indeterminate, that no
standards of conduct, morals, ethics,

and government are to be deemed in-
violate, that everything, including ba-
sic moral law, is subject to change,
and that it is the part of the social sci-
entists to take no principle for granted
as a premise in social or juridical rea-
soning, however fundamental it may
hereto have been deemed to be under
our Judeo-Christian moral system.

other criminal acts. Those acts were then por-
trayed by Kinsey as both commonplace and
natural. Kinsey’s mission, Jones writes in
Alfred Kinsey: A Public/Private Life, was to
free America from Victorian “repression.”
But his wider goal was an amoral new or-
der — possible only if human life is un-
hinged from the divine.

Kinsey, like Margaret Sanger and

Kinsey was a vital agent in the trans-
formation of America. The Russian, Ger-
man, and French revolutions were all
preceded by an embrace of sexual anar-
chy. In such revolutionary models, mar-
riage is undermined first, then the family,
followed by private property and gov-
ernments. Kinsey facilitated, with the
fraudulent data of his “studies,” the aban-
donment of absolutes in the “social or
juridical reasoning” of America’s “Judeo-
Christian moral system.”

A recent Kinsey biography by James H.
Jones, a Rockefeller grantee and former
adviser to the Kinsey Institute, reveals that
Kinsey himself was a sado-masochistic
homosexual on a perverted mission. Troll-
ing through homosexual bars and night-
clubs, Kinsey gathered the subjects for his
research, drawing disproportionately from
those participating in sexual perversions and

population planners of the early 20th
century, was a eugenicist who es-
chewed biblical standards of morality.
According to one Kinsey associate:
“Kinsey knew a great deal about the
Judeo-Christian tradition and he was
indignant about what it had done to
our culture.”

How did the acceptance of crimi-
nal sexual behaviors and perversions

begin in America? Kinsey’s studies
were accepted as “scientific authority™
to alter the American common law
view of marriage. Life’s most intimate
and personal act was equated with de-
generative behaviors as long as it was
done between “consenting adults.”

Kinsey found help in his effort from
liberal French lawyer Rene Guyon of
“sex by age eight or else it’s too late”
infamy. Dr. Harry Benjamin, an inter-
national sexologist and an associate of
both Kinsey and Guyon, wrote in the
introduction to Guyon's 1948 book
Sexual Ethics:

Many ... sex activities, illegal and
immoral, but widely practiced, are
recorded by both investigators ...
Guyon speaking as a philosopher,
and Kinsey, judging merely by em-
pirical data ... [upset] our most cher-
ished conventions. Unless we want
to close our eyes to the truth or im-
prison 95% of our male population,
we must completely revise our legal
and moral codes.... It probably comes
as a jolt to many, even open-minded
people, when they realize that chas-
tity cannot be a virtue because it is
not a natural state.

With such philosophical inspiration,

Guyon developed a deconstructed legal
theory, fortifying it with Kinsey’s “scien-
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tific” data. It was put into the hands of le-
gal radicals like Morris Ernst, an advocate
for the new sexual order, who handled
revolutionary cases in his war against the
American legal order.

Ernst was well credentialed as a legal
radical for his service as the American
Civil Liberties Union (ACLU) attorney for
Alfred Kinsey, the Kinsey Institute, the
Sex Information and Education Council of
the United States (SIECUS), and Planned
Parenthood of America. He had close ties
to Supreme Court Justices Brandeis,
Brennan, and Frankfurter, and Judge
Learned Hand — all influential progres-
sives in moving American law away from
the absolute “Judeo-Christian moral sys-
tem” which protected the

legislatures for their consideration, with
plenty of authoritative support for its
implementation provided by Kinsey's
flawed scientific analysis. Adoption of the
Model Penal Code eliminated and/or
trivialized prior sex offenses, eveniually
aiding the reduction of penalties for abor-
tion, rape, wife and child battery, deser-
tion, seduction, adultery, prostitution,
contributing to the delinquency of a mi-
nor, soliciting for masturbation, sodomy,
public sexual exhibitions, “unfit” parent-
age, alienation of affection, and obscenity,
as well as infanticide, premeditated AIDS/
STD transmission, etc.

At the very time the ALI's Model Pe-
nal Code was being developed, there was

been apprehended. This recognition
that there is nothing very shocking or
abnormal in the sex offender’s be-
havior should lead to other changes
in sex legislation.... Penalties should
be lightened. In the first place, it
should lead to a downward revision
of the penalties presently imposed on
sex offenders.

Biographer James Jones reports that
Kinsey died believing that his crusade to
promote more enlightened sexual attitudes
had not succeeded. Yet in 1957, a year after
Kinsey's death, the Supreme Court in Roth
v. U.S., a case handled by Ernst, relaxed
the once protective American legal defi-

nition of obscenity. In

that “virtually every page

of the Kinsey Report touches on some sec-
tion of the legal code ... a reminder that
the law, like ... our social pattern, falls la-
mentably short of being based on a knowl-
edge of facts.”

Ernst expluined in Scientific Monthly
why the Kinsey reports were making ma-
jor inroads in changing American law:
“[R]ecently law has reached for scientific
tools to aid in its search for truth.... I now
say that the Kinsey Report is the single
greatest contribution of science to the
rule-making part of the law in my life-
time.... The Kinsey Report broke through
a mass of taboo.”

Ernst advised that every bar association
in the country “should establish a Com-
mittee on the Laws of Sexual Behavior
and consider its own State’s legal system
in this field....” Soon Committees were es-
tablished with funding from the Rocke-
feller Foundation in an effort to overturn
the American way of life.

In 1955, the Model Penal Code was
completed under the auspices of the
Carnegie- and Rockefeller-seeded Ameri-
can Law Institute (ALI), the education
arm of the American Bar Association.
This “model” was then submitted to state

a growing public outcry for tightening,
not loosening, sexual psychopath laws.
But respected magistrate Morris Plas-
cowe, the model code’s principal author,
argued (based on Kinsey’s findings of
course) that “When a total clean-up of sex
offenders is demanded, it is, in effect. a
proposal to put 95 percent of the male
population in jail.... Of the total male
population 85 percent has had pre-marital
intercourse....”

As America’s common law was sup-
planted, legal penalties were “lightened”
and new sentencing guidelines were de-
veloped. For example. prior to Kinsey rape
was extremely serious, a death sentence
being required in three states and life in
prison in over 18 states. But Plascowe in-
troduced to the legal profession what Kin-
sey and Guyon had certainly envisioned:

One of the conclusions of the
Kinsey report is that the sex offender
is not a monster ... but an individual
who is not very different from others
in his social group, and that his be-
havior is similar to theirs. The only
difference is that others in the
offender’s social group have not
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aborted. Also in 1973, the
American Psychiatric Association re-
moved homosexuality from its list of psy-
chopathologies, and in 1995, pedophilia
was removed. Today, Kinsey’s finger-
prints are all over the current literature of
law. medicine, and the social sciences.
For example, in Westlaw, a database of
the major national law journals, during the
period 1982-96, 499 authors cite Kinsey
versus 71 citations for the more recent
Kinseyans, Masters and Johnson. In the
Science Citation and Social Science Cita-
tion Indices, Kinsey rates thousands of
listings, twice as many as Freud.
Continued belief in and use of Kinsey’s
data may be viewed as a contributing fac-
tor to the current exhaustion of our crimi-
nal justice system. Authorities who permit
the killing of the unborn and release sadis-
tic rapists/murderers back into society, to
typically repeat their crimes, represent a
system adrift in an amoral abyss and bent
on anarchy and national destruction. H

It was, “At
what age did you
begin masturbat-
ing?” — not “Do
you masturbate?”
When asked how
he could tell
when a subject
was covering up,
boasting or lying,
Kinsey retorted,

horse trader how
he knows when
to close a bargain.”

For thousands of hours, year after
year, Kinsey interviewed thousands
of people about their sex histories. It
was all supposed to be very scientific.
Certainly, the language suggested
rigorous scientific method. But there
were no written records of the inter-

views, certainly no audio or video-

tapes. There was no formal question-
naire, just a personal code Kinsey de-
signed to recall what subjects had
told him.

Sexual Behavior in the Human
Male — sounds downright anthropo-
logical, doesn'’t it? — created a sensa-

tion when it was published with the-

imprimatur of the Rockefeller Foun-
dation. America embraced Kinsey ar-
dently and uncritically. He asserted
that deviant sexual behavior was ab-
solutely endemic among teen-age
American males, and America be-
lieved him — thus undermining the
very concept of deviance. (Despite
the title, the report did not attempt to

study “human” males, only American
males growing up in a few East Coast
states.) Kinsey made the claim that
10 percent of males were practicing
homosexuals, a figure that was wide-
ly accepted for two generations. But
in 1994, the University of Chicago's
National Health and Social Life Sur-
vey found that only 2.8 percent of
American men could be called bi-
sexual or homosexual.

Though Kinsey was at pains to
present himself as a tweedy, middle-
American professor and family man,
Jones reveals, he was in fact a. mis-
sionary whose goal it was to release

America from the grip of “Victorian”
inhibitions about sex. Why? Because
Kinsey — wife and four children not-
withstanding — was a serious sexual
deviant himself.

The truth is about as tawdry and
pathetic as Kinsey critics could possi-
bly have imagined in their wildest
dreams. Kinsey was not only interest-
ed in homosexual encounters — and
he had many — but also in sadism
and masochism. Jones, who had
served as a scientific adviser to Kin-
sey’s Institute for Sex Research, re-
veals that Kinsey, far from the anti-
septic researcher serving science,
was actually more of a panting voy-
eur, pursuing wilder and stranger

sexual exploits as his life unfolded.

He trolled through homosexual
bars and nightclubs, supposedly
seeking subjects for scientific re-
search, but also seeking more private
thrills. The subjects of his research
were drawn disproportionately from
among homosexuals. He had a par-
ticular interest in masochists.

At the Institute for Sex Research,
Kinsey attempted to create a private
sexual utopia, where everyone could
have sex with everyone else. Kinsey's
wife, Clara, who reportedly wor-
shipped him, acquiesced, apparently
even agreeing to be photographed
masturbating and having sex with a
staff member. There was, according
to the wife of another employes,
“sickening pressure” to agree to hav-
ing sex on film.

As for the great man himself, he
liked to be filmed — from the neck
down — performing masochistic acts
on his penis, like inserting pipe
cleaners or swizzle sticks.

Toward the end of his life, Kinsev
came to believe that there was noth-
ing inherently wrong with sexual en-
counters between adults and chil-
dren. It was society’s attitude toward
such contact that caused trouble.

In the 50 years since the Kinsev
Report was published, Americans
have behaved maore or less as Kinsey
would have wished, erasing centur-
ies’ old stigmas, jumping into sexual
activity at a young age and placing
sexual pleasure near the top of the
hierarchy of life’s goals.

Americans worship experts of ev-
ery stripe — even to the point of
abandoning common sense. Kinsev
donned a lab coat and told us that all
sexual behavior was “natural” and
therefore beyond the reach of tradi-
tional morality. It was an absurd
claim on its face — theft and murder
are natural, too — and now we know
that even the data he used were
fraudulent. Jones has shown that Al-
fred Kinsey began the project we
now call “defining deviancy down.”

I.aHaye calls for closure of sex institute

The “father of the sexual rev-
olution,” Alfred Kinsey, must be
exposed as a fraud, Concerned
Women for America said yester-
day at its national convention.

“Kinsey’s early childhood sex-
uality data is fraudulent and crim-
inally derived, and yet modern sex
education is built on the Kinsey
model,” CWA founder Beverly
LaHaye said at the conservative
women's convention at the Radis-
son Hotel in Alexandria.

“I would like to see the Kinsey
Institute shut down or a least lose
its influence in our country,” she
said.

Kinsey, who died in 1956, is best
known for his studies on human
sexuality, made famous by two
books: “Human Sexuality and the
Human Male” in 1948 and “Hu-
man Sexuality and the Human Fe-
male” in 1953.

Among other findings, the so-
called Kinsey Report said children
as young as 2 months old could be
sexually active and have orgasms.

Kinsey used a “deviant male
sample” on which to base his work,
said Judith Reisman, co-author of
"Kinsey, Sex and Fraud: the Indoc-
trination of a People” His data
were derived from a group of
prisoners, rapists, homosexuals,
pimps, male prostitutes, thieves
and others whom he labeled “aver-
age American men.” The research
also was based on documented
child sexual abuse conducted by
pedophiles, she said.

Officials at the Kinsey Institute
for Research in Sex, Gender and
Reproduction, based at Indiana
University, were unavailable for
comment yesterday.

The CWA, which has 600,000
members, is joining forces with the
Restoring Social Virtue and Purity
(RSVP) America Campaign in
calling for a congressional investi-
gation and a nationwide grass-
roots effort to expose Kinsey’s
fraud and remove his “cold hands”

from the United States.

“We want to encourage mothers
and fathers to take back their right
to educate their children,” said Eu-
nice Ray, the campaign’s founder.

Mr. Kinsey’s findings are taught
at every level of education and
quoted in textbooks as undisputed
truth, Mrs. Reisman said. “There
is no human-development special-
ist who ever before Kinsey said
that children or juveniles were de-
sirous of sex pre-puberty or that
sexual satisfaction was key to the
health of a child,” she said.

According to the CWA, the find-
ings have had a major impact.

YAll sexual crime laws have
undergone change — some radi-
cal, some less radical — since the
Kinsey Report,)” said Mrs. Reis-
man, who also cited increases in
cexual abuse and rape.

“Sexual freedom without re-
sponsibility sounds great. But it
has very real consequences,” Mrs.
Ray said.

The Kinsey Institute has re-
sponded in the past by saying that
none of the research took place at
the institute and that Kinsey was
never interested in sex education.

The convention, which con-
cludes today, covers other issues
such as women in the military, por-
nography, religious persecution
and education. Speakers include
Elaine Donnelly, the president of
the Center for Military Readiness;
Rep. Roscoe G. Bartlett, Maryland
Republican; Michael Horowitz,
the director of the Project on Civil
Justice Reform; and Star Parker,
the president of the Coalition for
Urban Affairs.

1935. Her parents were members of the Communist

Party and for a while she too belonged to a subversive
organization—the Labor Youth League. Much later, when
she received a Justice Department grant to examine the role
of pornography in sexual abuse, law-enforcement officials
knew about her background but weren’t interested. One
even told her that it would be easier to give the grant to
her than to a white-bread whole-milk member of the Chris-
tian Right. Meanwhile the sex-studying, sex-obsessed sexol-
ogy professionals did see Mrs. Reisman as a threat to their
way of life, and they conducted their own investigation.
But they weren’t interested in her political background
either. Perhaps the whole concept of subversion was too
close to home for them.

Judith grew up in Los Angeles in a world of radical poli-
tics and bourgeois domesticity. She attended Fairfax High
and L.A. City College, went to picnics on the beach. “I
lived at a wonderful time,” she said. Her father, Matthew
Gelernter, was a Communist Party member and a business-
man who later joined the Teamsters Union. He always
came home, never drank, always loved her and supported
her. Her mother “welcomed me home every day.” They
were working for a political revolution but were shocked
by the sexual revolution that ensued. In 1954 Judith mar-
ried a Polish immigrant and within ten years had four
daughters. “The hedge of protection about my life was not
breached until 1966,” she recalled.

The Reisman family had moved to Milwaukee, and in
that year she found out that her 10-year-old daughter
Jennie had been raped. The culprit was a 13-year-old boy
who lived in the duplex apartment upstairs. It turned out
that he had perpetrated many sexual assaults on other chil-
dren. His father eventually packed him off to relatives over-
seas, even as his younger brother was embarking on a copy-
cat career of juvenile crime. Mrs. Reisman by then knew
that the boys’ father kept a stack of Playboys out in the open
at their home. But she was a good 1960s liberal and didn’t
think much of it; tacky, yes; stupid, maybe; exploitative, no

]’UDITH Reisman was a “red diaper” baby, born in

doubt. But hey, there is such a thing as the First Amend- -

ment.
Jennie didn’t want her mother to tell anyone what had

happened. Eventually she did tell an aunt, who listened
sympathetically and said: “Well, Judy, she may have been
looking for this herself. Children are sexual from birth, you
know.” Judy was shocked by this and knew it wasn’t true.
Then she spoke to an old school chum who had gone to
Berkeley. “You know,” Carole said, “she may have been
looking for this. Children are sexual from birth.”

Judith Reisman had entered the World According to

Kinsey. Chapter five of Kinsey’s first volume, Sexual
Behavior in the Human Male, published in 1948, was titled
“Early Sexual Growth and Activity.” It claimed that
orgasms of infants had been recorded and timed by trained
researchers with stop watches. The Kinsey report was then
and remains to this day the sole “scientific” source of such
claims. Bur at the time Mrs. Reisman didn’t know anything -
about this. She produced music videos for public television
and went to work for the popular children’s program
Captain Kangaroo. Her work was well received, and soon
the royalties allowed her to go back to university. She had
become interested in the effect of visual images on young
minds. The family had moved to Cleveland, and so she
enrolled in a PhD program at Case Western Reserve.
- One day a male graduate student presented a script for a
pornographic video production. The professor in charge
assured Mrs. Reisman that all the other students had given
their consent. But she couldn’t help noticing that although
the female students said the images did not disturb them,
“none of the sex photos got onto the videotape correctly.”
Denial, born of a fear of seeming unprogressive, was belied
by the women’s inability to do the work properly.

Mrs. Reisman began to concentrate on the impact of
pornography on women and to give lectures on the subject.
In 1977 she was invited to a conference in Swansea, Wales,
the topic being “Love and Attraction.” It turned out to be
a veiled gathering of pedophiles. One of the speakers, Tom
O’Carroll, the leader of the Pedophile Information
Exchange, had already received much attention in Britain,
having proselytized mightily on TV on behalf of sexual
relations with children. The university staff went on strike

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and said they wouldn’t make beds or cook if he was given
the podium at Swansea.

Judith Reisman’s talk, illustrated with eighty slides, doc-
umented her findings of images of children in Playboy and
Penthouse. Tt was as badly received by the professionals as
the advocacy of pedophilia had been by the domestics. As
she was leaving to catch the London train, a Canadian psy-
chologist quietly took her aside. He said she was probably
right that those images would cause “sexual acting out on
children.” Bur if she was looking for the cause of the child-
sex-abuse epidemic, she should not neglect Edward
Brecher’s book, The Sex Researcher. Particularly the Kinsey
chapter. He had once worked with Kinsey and Pomeroy,
he said, and he made unflattering allegations about both.
Alfred Kinsey, by the way, died in 1956 at the age of 62,
but his co-authors, Wardell Pomeroy, Clyde Martin, and
Paul Gebhard, are all still alive.

HECKING the Kinsey report, Mrs. Reisman could

hardly believe what she was seeing. Table 34 of the

first volume gave “examples of multiple orgasm in
pre-adolescent males,” some five months old. Table 31
chronicled attempts to bring to orgasm infants of two !
months. How was this information collected?
According to Kinsey, the researchers were “adult males
who have had sexual contacts with younger boys.” In
fact, Kinsey added, “nine of our adult male subjects |
have observed such orgasm.” Their observations had §
been “timed with second-hand or stop watch.” Over §
three hundred children were involved. Who
were these children, and who were the adult
males engaged in this activity? This mate- 4§
rial had been available for over thlrty
years in one of the most widely publi- /8
cized books of the twentieth century.
No one before Mrs. Reisman had
drawn attention to it.

In the late 1970s, she was
offered a job in the sociology
department at Haifa Univer- &
sity. Two of her children had
already moved to Israel, and
so she was happy to go. Jen-
nie by then had married a
young Israeli. Burt at the age of ®
22, a year after giving birth to a
daughrter, she died of a brain aneurysm. In
1981, Dr. Reisman presented the Kinsey data to a packed
session of the Fifth World Congress on Sexology in Jerusa-
lem. In attendance was the “human sexuality brain-trust
worldwide,” she recalled. Her paper was titled: “The Scien-
tist as a Contributing Agent to Child Sex Abuse: A
Preliminary Considerartion of Possible Ethics Violations.”

She naively imagined that the world community of sex
experts would react as she had. But that afternoon her
assistant from the sociology department returned from
lunch with the news that Judith Reisman, not Alfred Kin-
sey, was the target of outrage. The conference movers and
shakers had roundly condemned her paper. Everyone the
assistant had spoken to agreed that children could have

“loving” relationships with adults. So what was the prob-
lem?

Dr. Reisman addressed the conference again two days
later. This time she was interrupted by a prominent sexolo-
gist called John Money, with a Harvard PhD in psycholo-
gy. He shouted to the podium that she would “set back the
cause of sex education two thousand years,” and he told a
Swedish television interviewer that she was “Mrs. Hitler.”
Professor Money had founded the Gender Identity Clinic at
Johns Hopkins University, where today he is professor
emeritus. He has contributed to the Journal of Pacdophilia
(published in Amsterdam), and with parental consent has
overseen sex-change operations on infants. Recently he has
been in the news because a male subject, reconstructed as a
female at eight months and injected with hormones, still
ended up looking and thinking like a man. (See Washington
Post, March 18; John Leo, U.S. News & World Report,
March 31.) Professor Money was secking to validate the
feminist philosophy that major sex differences are not
determined by genes. Such “sex reassignment” operations
have been fairly common, but “the exact numbers are un-
known,” according to the Washington Post. Judith
Reisman ripostes today that if she is Mrs.

Hitler, then Money is Dr. Mengele.

In 1983 she appeared on Crossfire with
Pat Buchanan and Tom Braden.

The recipient of the
grant was the American University, and Dr.
Reisman, who was given the temporary posi-
' tion of research professor, became the “princi-
¢/ pal investigator.” She received in the end 10
per cent of the money.
The university didn’t mind the money but was
embarrassed to be associated with a critical look at
porn. The Kinsey Institute threatened lawsuits if it
was implicated by the research, and Dr. Reisman
was ordered by the university to steer clear of the Kinsey
reports. Congressional commirttees held three separate
hearings on how such a grant could have been made by the
Justice Department, and in the course of one hearing, Dr.
Reisman for the first time met the university president,
Richard Berendzen. He seemed particularly unfriendly.
Their subsequent career paths suggest what strange times
we live in.

In 1990 Berendzen was forced to resign as president
after he was caught making obscene telephone calls from
his office. One woman (of the 15 or so called) happened to
be married to a policeman. The repeated phone calls were
eventually traced to Berendzen’s office. Among many lurid
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things, he said that he had a “four-year-old ‘sex slave’
and according to Time he dis-

Richard Berendzen resigned, was admitted to the Sexual

health-care ‘complcx, a single
unguarded act of sexual intercourse can
expose a person to a dcadly virus that
will dismantle the body s immune sys-
tem. A single cigarette, on the other
hand, can do no such damage. Despite
these very unequal hazards, smoking is
now fiercely opposed, while sexual ac-
tivity of almost any: description is en-
couraged—usually as an aid to mental
health. This happens most subversively
in sex-ed classes, which President Clin-
ton’s former surgeon general, Joycelyn
Elders, thought suitable for children in
kindergarten. ,

Smoking is now viewed with the
zealous moral disapproval once re-
served for the ancient category of sexu-
al deviance. Concern about souls has
been transferred to the body, with
moral indignation remaining a constant.
Judith Reisman suggests a separate par-
allel: Just as the cigarette makers wanted
to get the kids hooked on their product,
so the sexologists want to get the kids
hooked on theirs.

Is there a conflict berween the rising
concern about bodily: ‘health and encour-
agement of sexual cxprcssxon’ Condoms
will squarc that circle. They “can be
sexy,” too, sex educators exult. And like
filter-tipped c1garcttes they can give a
false sense of security. Condoms have a
failure rate of over 15 per cent—where
failure is measured by pregnancy; twice
that where sexually transmitted agents
are the test. But don’t expect Surgeon
General’s warnings: any time soon.
Meanwhile, boatloads of condoms are
being shipped to the Third World. For-
eigners whom we treat with such dis-
dain can be forgiven for thinking us
morally depraved. -

Those who are trying to stamp out
smoking usually disapprove of sexual
abstinence. Here’s the latest message on
sexually transmitted discase, plastered
on buses in several cities carlier this
year: “Abstinence Will Not Cure AIDS.
Research Will.” This was paid for by
Amfar, a New York-based AIDS foun-
dation which has enjoyed much socialite
support.

Leading sex educators have encour-
aged sexual experimentation at an age
that would cause tobacco executives to
blanch. The leading sex-ed organization
is SIECUS, the Sexual Information and
Education Council of the United States.
Chartered in 1964 by Dr. Mary S. Cal-
derone, medical director of Planned
Parenthood, it has promoted its agenda
under the rubric of children’s rights. A
few years ago Dr. Calderone said that
children have a fundamental right to

“know about sexuality and to e sexual.”.

national media “to present sexuality as a
posmvc aspect of the total human expe-
rience at all stages of the life cycle.”

SIECUS boasted in 1994 that it was

included “oral sex” and “mutual mas-
turbation.”

Recent goings-on at the Martha Win-
ston Elementary School in Washington,

“challenged the authority” of a teacher
was sent to an empty classroom. He
coaxed several classmates into the room.
According to the Washington Times, they
“disrobed and practiced sexual acts on
one another.” The school’s principal
considered that no disciplinary steps
could be taken because the sexual acts
—between fourth-graders, ranging in
age from 9 to 12—were “consensual.”™
For those parents who still don’t real-
ize what is going on, the point to grasp
is that their children are viewed as prey.
Perhaps the most striking feature of sex ed
is its mendacity. In Slouching towards
Gomorrah Robert Bork notes that it
seems to operate “more as an incite-
ment” than as a caution against sexual
experimentation. Above all, the disparity
between the little that we really need to
know about intercourse and the lurid
array of materials deployed by the sexo-
latrists should warn us of an undisclosed
agenda. Those (numerous) cases in
which parents have been kept in the
dark about what is going on, and espe-

-cially the cases in which children are not

allowed to opt out of courses, should
teach us the same lesson.

Some Jocal-government posters dis-
played in classrooms could not possibly
be shown in this magazine. In fact, the "
embarrassment of normal people in
dealing with this subject has contributed
to a broad mews-media blackout about:
the horrible details. This has enabled the
sex educators to take advantage of the
very reticence that they are trying to
break down. Judith Reisman’s parents,’
old-line Communists, were shocked by
the sexual revolution. But then, like Com-
munists everywhere, they aspired to

more generally, and then attempted to examine the adverse
effects of pornography—has been vilified from coast to
coast. She was run out of American University on the day
her grant expired. The money was only half spent and her
research was incomplete; but she was denied access to her
own database, and her half-finished work was rewritten by
unknown hands. For her there was no academic freedom.
She appeared as an effective gladiator on a Donahue show
(Phil Donahue, to his credit, did not stack the deck against
her), and she has not been seen on the big TV shows since.
McNeil-Lehrer taped her, but nothing appeared; Bill Moy-
ers wrote letters—again nothing. Attacks on her appeared
in Playboy, Penthouse, Hustler, and the American Psycho-
logical Association Monitor, in Jack Anderson’s column, and
in news stories that had all the detachment of a Herblock
cartoon. Headlines had a way of imputing the prurient
interest in porn to her.

As her experience shows, tolerance is not the all-pervasive
dogma of our day, but is specifically withdrawn from peo-
ple and institutions who behave as if no revolution in sexu-
al mores has occurred, or who obstinately question its wis-
dom. All the old forces of blackballing, ostracism, and
disapproval, once deployed by the orthodox against hetero-
doxy, are now fiercely arrayed against the counter-revolu-
tionary holdouts. The scattered remnants of orthodoxy
know this and know that they
will be vilified if they dare to
fight. Their prudent instinct is to
withdraw into private enclaves,
home-school their children, and
find a quiet retreat at a safe
remove from crime and the feder-
al judiciary.

Judith Reisman, now a grand-
mother of nine, is still ready to

of Kinsey’s data. The Family Research Council produced
an effective video on the subject, and even CBS Evening
News did a segment. There is a slow, grudging reappraisal
of Kinsey’s findings, his methods, and especially his badly
skewed samples (1,400 of his 5,300 male subjects were
imprisoned sex offenders, for example).

Kinsey’s big lie—that he was a scientist, not a moralist,
showing what is rather than what ought to be—has at last
come under attack. Pomeroy disclosed in his 1973 book
that Kinsey was engaged in an ideological mission to
undermine the Judaeo-Christian ethic. In 1995, a bill was
introduced calling for a congressional investigation to deter-
mine if there was “systematic sexual abuse of children” in
Kinsey’s research. Its main sponsor, Rep. Steve Stockman of
Texas, was defeated in the 1996 election, but Rep. Peter
Hoekstra of Michigan is said to be still interested.

In the United States, at least, there is no doubt that
Kinsey was a more successful revolutionary than Marx or
Lenin. One reason is that he didn’t proclaim himself to be
one. Looking back on her parents’ heroes, Judith Reisman
thinks that it is very difficult to instill a revolutionary out-
look by encouraging young adults to go to the library and
read books like Das Kapital. “It doesn’t change you,” she
said. “Not in the way that having an affair can change you.
That can radicalize you.” Sexuality “reaches in below the
belt and takes control of your emotions.”

HE does not believe that there is such a thing as im-
partial scientific research into sex. She has no doubt
that the women’s-liberation movement was and
endures as a response to the betrayals of the sexual revo-
lution. As for pornography, it “short-circuits the brain” and
precludes rational thought. She is surprised that the wo-
men’s movement has not produced more opponents of por-
nography like Andrea Dworkin and Catharine MacKinnon.

Judith Reisman’s story tells us almost more than we
want to know about the inequality of forces in the cultural
war. In fact, the image of war is itself misleading. “War
implies two opposing armies,” Dr. Reisman says. In reality
there is only one. The sexual revolution has resembled an
incoming tide more than a war. Nothing seems able to
resist it, and we can only hope that one day it will turn and
move back out to sea. The cultural wreckage left behind
will be considerable. Meanwhile
the laws have been changed,
good habits undermined, the
string untuned.

“How can we have been so
blind?” Dr. Reisman used to hear
her family and friends say when
she was young, referring to the
Holocaust. “But look at us,” she
says. “People cannot identify

he day was April 7, 1997. It began like any other, as children poured
into an elementary school in Washington, D.C. The ringing bell echoed
through the inner-city hallways, and the children settled into their seats
while the fourth-grade teacher began his lesson on test-taking skills.
When a student became disruptive, the teacher decided to bar him from
the classroom. The student went to an adjoining room and coaxed sev-

“When my daughter tried to leave,”
a distraught mother told The Washing-
ton Post, “a boy pulled her back into
the room, told her to get down on the
floor and that if she told anybody, he
would bring a knife to school and cut
everybody up.” Another parent report-
ed that at least two boys forced oral
sex on her daughter.

Even the executive director of a
D.C. rape crisis center displayed a
rather blasé attitude toward the inci-
dent. Admitting that fourth graders are
generally not ready for sexual inter-
course, Denise Snyder remarked: “From
a legal perspective, if you try to say
consensual sexual activity is illegal,

“He was a homosexual and
from . childhood on, a
masochist who pursued an in-
terest in extreme sexuality
with increasing compulsive-
ness,” says the author in his
shocking new book Alfred C.
Kinsey: A Public/Private Life.

Generations of therapists
accepted his teachings, says
Jones. But his research was
horribly skewed because he
chose to interview “homosex-
uals, sadomasochists, voy-
eurs, exhibitionists, pedo-
phlles transsexuals trans-
vestites and fetishists” in-
stead of people who followed

traditional sex practices.

Sexual Behavior in the
Human Male came out in
1948 and was followed by

Sexual Behavior in the
Human Female in 1953.

Tragically, his crazy find-
ings were incorporated into
sex education classes that be-
came part of the curriculum in
countless American schools.’

His bawdy research also
spawned the sexual abandon
of the '60s - typified by the
1967 Summer of Love and
the orgy-filled Woodstock
festival two years later.

One of Kinsey’s most ex-
treme claims was that chil-
dren as young as 3 months
are capable of enjoying sex.

His followers continue to
maintain that notion, push-
ing for sex education classes
to begin in kindergarten.

In the name of enlighten-
ment, he also encouraged his
staff to live in a “sexual
utopia,” says Jones.

“Male employees could
have sex with each other
while their wives were free
to embrace whatever sexual
partners they liked.”

Even Kinsey’s family be-
came part of his erotic exper-
iments. He converted the
attic of his family’s Indiana
home into a porno studio and
persuaded his wife Clara to
be filmed having sex with
one of his workers, claims

the author. One of his milder
acts was to have his preteen
daughters, Anne and Joan,
and his son Bruce watch as he
shaved in the nude, says the
book. He told them it inspired
“positive feelings about the
human body.”

And contrary to popular
opinion, he wasn't even a
medical doctor. He held a
doctorate from Harvard in
the study of gall wasps.

Kinsey died in 1957. But his
teachings paved the way for
The Pill, free love, more liber-
al censorship, open marriages
and gay liberation. Says
Jones: “He resembled a 20th
century cult leader with a
burning belief in his mission.”

COLONEL RONALD D. RAY

Colonel Ray was bom in Hazard, Kentucky on October 30,1942, Tle
received his B.A. from Centre College of Kentucky in 1964, and his juris
doctorate, Magna Cum Laude, in 1971 from the University of Louisville
School of Law, where he was Salutatorian in his class and an Editor of the
Journal of Family Law. Colonel Ray was a partmer with Greenebaum,
Doll & McDonald for 15 years, and until 1986 headed the Labor and
Employee Relations section of the firm.  Colonel Ray was Adjunct
Professor of Law at the University of Louisville School of Law for many
years.

Today Colonel Ray is a practicing attomey with his own firm in
Crestwood, Kentucky since 1986, emphasizing constitutional cases,
preventive law and defending Amercan  liberty from govemment
encroachment.

Colonel Ray 1s an author and lecturer, whose recent book is entited
Military Necessity & Homosexnality. He writes and speaks on a wide range
of subjects and has appeared on national television news and call-in radio
shows to discuss public and constitutional issues of national interest such
as America's Christian Heritage, illegal U.S. Participation in U.N. military
operations, the true relationship between Chnstanity and Politics, the
Second Amendment, history of the Vietnam War and MIA/POWSs, and a
variety of defense and current policy subjects.

In 1984, Colonel Ray was appointed the first Deputy Assistant Secretary
of Defense (Guard/Reserve) in Washington, D.C., which Pentagon
appointment included responsibility for staffing and organizing a national
management structure for exercising policy guidance and overall supervision of the 1,800,000 members of this
nation’s National Guard & Reserve Forces. In 1985, he received the National Eagle Award from the National
Guard Association for exemplary public service while in the Pentagon.

In 1964, Colonel Ray was commissioned in the U.S. Marine Corps, serving as a Platoon Leader and one of the first
Marine officers ashore for the evacuation of civilians during the Dominican Republic Crisis in April-May, 1965.
Colonel Ray later served as an Infantry Battalion Advisor to the Vietnamese Marine Corps in the Republic of
Vietnam during 1967-68, participating in combat operations throughout South Vietnam including major joint
operations during the TET Offensive, Hue City, Coronado 11 and Paddington. During his active military service,
Colonel Ray was awarded many decorations, including two Silver Stars for gallantry, Bronze Star with Combat
"V", Purple Heart, Viethamese Cross of Gallantry and Vietnamese Honor Medal

Colonel Ray resigned his active commission in 1969 and joined the Marine Comps Reserve, where he held a varety
of command and staff positions, including command of combat and combat service support units in Louisville and
Ft. Knox, Kentucky. In 1974, he was certified as a Staff Judge Advocate, and graduated with honors from the
Naval justice School in Newport, Rhode Island, and attended many senior level military schools, the NATO
Defense College in England and the National Defense University. Ile served as Deputy Director for Field
Operations for the Division of History and Museums of the Marine Corps. Colonel Ray retired from the Manne
Corps Reserve on June 30, 1994, and he is currently working on a history of the Vietnam War.

In 1990, President Bush appointed Colonel Ray to the Amencan Battle Monuments Commission, which 1s
responsible for commemorating the services of American Ammed Forces through the erection of memorials and
maintaining cemeteries. In 1992, Colonel Ray was appointed by the President to the Commission on the
Assignment of Women in the Armed Forces. Colonel Ray founded and served as the Chairman of the Kentucky
Vietnam Veterans Memorial Fund, which privately raised more than one million dollars to builld and dedicate a
unique granite sundial as a Memorial to Vietnam service in Frankfort, Kentucky.
